There are integrated morning workshops 
and spontaneous activities for children 
over five years. 
Peaceful community living requires 
participants to be responsible people 
sharing fun and challenges with honour and 
respect. In this way we grow as we learn 
and the camps are enlightening places to 
be, and wonderful places to do new things. 
People find that they make very special 
friends on the camps and those friendships 
grow in everyday life afterwards! 
Details of what essentials you should bring 
will come with your tickets, otherwise bring 
anything beautiful, magical, musical or 
intriguing to build the camp’s character. 
Of course bring food for yourself and to 
share in your circle, but some basic supplies 
will be available from our shop dome.
